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Waiver Authority

“The Secretary may waive any statutory or
regulatory requirement over which the Secretary
exercises administrative authority except any such
requirements relating to the elements of a charter
school described in section 5210(]) if

= The walver is requested in an approved
application under this subpart and

= The Secretary determines that granting such a
waiver will promote the purpose of this subpart.




Discussion

“...over which the Secretary exercises administrative
authority...”

= difference between a waiver (which we can grant) and an
extension of the authorizing language (which we can’t)

“...except any such requirements relating to the elements of a
charter school...”

= waivers can’t be made for lotteries and other definitional
elements

“...waiver is requested in an approved application”

= some ability to amend an application to permit waiver
requests at any time




Waliver Request Examples
from 2010 SEA Application

Waivers that have been approved

= Extend three-year performance period to five years
(multiple states)

= Waive limit of one CSP dissemination grant per school
(Georgia)

= Permit use of funds for ongoing operational costs
during first six months due to state funding gap; funds
must be repaid (Indiana)

Waliver that was not approved
= Walve peer review process (California)
